Constitution

1. Name:
The Association shall be known as York College Old Girls’ Association

2. Purpose:
The purposes of the Association shall be:

(a) to unite past pupils

(b) to promote meetings, sports and other activities as and when required to enable Old Girls to meet one another.

(c) To raise money in accordance with the School Motto Non Nobis Solum

3. Organisation: The Association shall be organised by a Committee of Old Girls to be    elected at the AGM, which shall be held in the month of March.  The Committee shall be able to co-opt members to fulfil the objects of the Association. The membership of the Committee shall, wherever possible, be representative of all the age groups of the members.

4. Membership: The membership shall be open to any former pupils of York College for Girls and their parents.  Former members of staff of York College for Girls shall be encouraged to become Honorary Members of the Association.

5. Officers: A President and Vice-Presidents of the Association may be nominated by the Committee. The Chairman, Vice-Chairman, Secretary and Treasurer shall be elected at the AGM.  All officers shall be eligible for re-election, but no Chairman shall serve for more than three consecutive years, but shall be eligible for re-election after at least 12 months.

6. Finance: The subscription to the Association shall be fixed by the Committee at a sum which will enable the day-to-day running expenses to be met, to provide information to the members of events of interest.  Monies accruing from the subscriptions shall be kept in a current account at TSB Lloyds, St Helen’s Square, York.  A mandate will be effected to enable any two members from the Officers of the Association to sign and authorise expenditure. The financial year of the Association shall run from 1st January to 31st December.

7. Accounts: The Accounts of the Association shall be examined annually by an independent person appointed by the Committee and approved at the AGM. The Accounts shall be approved at the AGM and will be available for inspection on request by the members of the Association.

8. Data Protection Act 1984: For the purposes of the Data Protection Act 1984 it will be deemed that persons applying for membership to York College Old Girls’ Association will by such application have consented to:

(a) The processing of their personal membership record and data by automatic computing equipment.

(b) The disclosure of their personal membership record and data in part as may be necessary for the operation of the Association, to the members of York College Old Girls’ Association. Such disclosure will be at the discretion of the Officers of the Association, and will only be for purposes to the benefit of the said Association.

9. Changes in  Constitution: All proposed amendments to the Constitution shall be submitted to the membership prior to the AGM, and must be approved by two thirds of the members present.

10. Ceasing of Association: In the event of York College Old Girls’ Association ceasing to exist, all funds held by the Association shall be donated to Charities nominated by the existing members of the Committee.
